B. Sustainable Design
Sustainable design is the systematic consideration, during design, of a project’s life-cycle impact on environmental and energy resources. Summit School district RE-1 is focusing its school design and facilities management at the sustainable design philosophy. Being good stewards of our natural resources and developing an ethic of sustainability in all of our facilities practices is an important consideration in all of our decisions. By engaging in sustainable design, Summit School district RE-1 hopes to build higher performance schools that:
· harmonizes with the natural landscape and surroundings
· consume less energy
· provide higher quality natural and artificial lighting
· conserves materials and natural resources
· enhances indoor environmental quality

· safeguards water resources inside and out

· teaches principles of sustainable design

Your understanding of the principles and practices of sustainable design will be an important factor in the final selection of a design firm.

Summit School District believes that an integrated design approach can greatly increase the chance of success in meeting sustainable design goals. The traditional linear approach to the construction of facilities does not allow for the close interaction of all users and design engineers. Integrated design employs a multi-disciplinary approach where all stakeholders are involved in the design process from start to finish on a collaborative basis.

C. Submittal Requirements

To ensure implementation of its sustainable design philosophy, Summit School district RE-1 will give weight to the design team’s knowledge of and demonstrated experience in applying sustainability concepts and principles to the design of schools through an integrated design process.

It is presently intended that three architectural design teams will be “short-listed” to be interviewed by the selection committee. The goal of this process is to establish an extraordinary level of design capability within the design teams, consistent with creating a new school and maximizing remodel potential in the final technical design documents. Statement of Qualifications not fully responsive to this solicitation will be rejected and the right is reserved hereunder to reject any or all proposals submitted in response to this solicitation.

2. Describe how you would plan to carry out this project (i.e. your project approach)

3. Indicate your firms previous experience in similar work to that proposed herein. Include size of projects (square feet), construction costs, consultant costs, completion date, owner and contractor references, change orders and % over total construction budgets, etc. Recent jobs that have been in mountain communities over 6,000 feet in elevation and have similar weather conditions. 

4. Summit School district RE-1 is committed to sustainable design concepts throughout this building program. Provide specific information on your firm's experience, specific projects, or staff experience in sustainable design processes.

5. Please provide information relative to the number of personnel employed by your firm, their skills and previous experience in design. Resumes are not necessary—a brief summary is preferable.
6. Include names and resumes of individual(s) that will work directly and regularly with the District on these projects.
7. Provide information concerning your firm's prior experience in brining projects in on time and within budget. Include strategies for maintaining an expedited schedule and value for each construction dollar. List the percentage of hard bid, CMGC, and design build projects you typically do.

8. List the percentage of new schools and remodel work in schools you have done. Provide specification information on these projects that includes: total budget, references, and locations.

9. Provide information relative to the firm's current workload and its ability to perform the work on this project(s) within the timeframes listed above. Also include any information for any sub-consultants that you plan to use on the project. 

10. Provide a list of engineering consultants or firms you have worked with that you feel has the ability to follow sustainable design goals and guidelines.
